Safety Corner

It's hard to believe that summer is
gone and we are faced with spending
more time indoors, although T will
admit that football season takes the
edge off. With the arrival of cooler
weather, here comes our busy season!
If you haven’t already done so, may I
suggest that you have your furnace
checked by a qualified heating and air
conditioning shop to assure that it is in
good working order. If you have a fire-
place, have that checked by a chimney
sweep to assure there is no build up of
creosol. Remember to check your
smoke detectors; you should have one
on every level of the house and in
each bedroom just above the door.
The reason for having smoke detectors
in the bedroom is because a study
found that if the bedroom door is
closed, most people will sleep through
a smoke detector activating in the hall-
way. A carbon monoxide alarm should
also be placed outside each sleeping
area. Carbon monoxide is a colorless,
odorless and tasteless gas that is dead-
ly. Finally, more home fires are caused
by the careless use of candles than
anything else. Never leave a candle
unattended and make sure that there is
adequate clearance from any com-
bustible surface. We once responded
to a house fire that was caused by a cat

knocking over an unattended candle.
Stay cozy but also stay safe.

Activity Report

The Edgewood Police Department
responded to and handled 1,908 calls for
service in August. There were 670 inci-
dents reported, 264 complaints received
and 15 accidents investigated, one of

which resulted in personal injury, and
14 resulted in property damage.

Part I Crimes are the more serious
crimes of homicide, rape, robbery,
aggravated assault, burglary, larceny,
motor vehicle theft and arson. Of the
43 Part I Crimes committed, there were
zero for robbery and motor vehicle
theft, 3 for burglary, 25 for shoplifting,
one for aggravated assault and 14
other crimes.

There were 19 adult and 7 juvenile
arrests made for felony and misde-
meanor violations.

Edgewood officers wrote a total of
89 traffic citations, 233 parking cita-
tions and made zero arrests for driving
under the influence. There were four
vandalism/criminal mischief complaint
and one narcotics offense.

Officers also responded to 18 false
alarm calls, took 345 reports, responded
to 26 public nuisance complaints, wrote
11 non-traffic citations and responded
to 14 calls for medical assistance.
