2012 Borough on Street
Parking Permits &

residential on-street parking pass. A
visitor's pass may also be purchased.
Visitor passes may not be used on any
vehicle registered within the borough.
The fees for these on-street parking
permits as well as borough off-street
lots and recreational/commercial
vehicles are listed below. Permits for
2012 will be available at the Borough
Building beginning December 5, 2011.

Applications for the Borough's off-
street parking lots will be accepted
starting on December 1, 2011.

On December 19, 2011 permits will be
issued based upon requests. If more
applications are received then there
are available parking spaces, a lottery
will be held. No resident will be issued
a second permit until all initial requests
are processed.
