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Tennis court update

We are waiting for our fencing contractor to re-
ceive the vinyl coated fence that will separate
the upper and lower court. This item is cur-
rently difficult to procure in the height needed
even though it has been on order for several
months. Once installed, the court configura-
tion will allow for either two separate games of
tennis, four separate games of pickleball, or one
game of tennis and two pickleball games at the
same time. The courts were designed primar-
ily for tennis but were also striped to accom-
modate pickleball players using portable nets.
The nets can be moved into and out of place
depending on which sport a patron would like
to play.

They excrete a sugary substance called
Honeydew that attracts bees, wasps and other insects and causes mold growth
which can cover both the tree and anything under it.

squish them, stomp them, or otherwise eliminate them.
